Assistance with the cost of Uniform – Secondary School Age Pupils 2011/12

The Executive Board has agreed to continue Uniform Grants for pupils of secondary school age.  Payment will normally be made to parents/ guardians through the BACS payment system.  Parents/ guardians who would prefer to receive vouchers may do so.

The Grant will be available to parents/ guardians resident in Wrexham with children who will be in years 7 onwards, from the start of the Autumn term 2011.  Only one Grant payment will be available per child per annum.  The value per child will be £35.

The Welsh Assembly Government will continue to fund its own Uniform Grant scheme that is additional to the one provided by Wrexham CBC. The WAG scheme is available to pupils going into Year 7 only, and is means tested on the same basis as the existing Wrexham scheme. The value is £105.00. A separate application is required on the appropriate forms.

To qualify parents/ guardians must be in receipt of, and be able to provide original documentary evidence that they are in receipt of:

Income Support

Income Based Job Seeker’s Allowance

Guarantee element of State Pension Credit

Support under Part VI of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999

Income-related Employment and Support Allowance or

Child Tax Credit with an income less than £16,190 provided the applicant is not in receipt of Working Tax Credit 

The latter will be evidenced by a letter confirming the award of Child Tax Credit from the Inland Revenue which will also show the income level of the applicant.
